SPECIAL NOTICE


By my signature below, I affirm that I have read and understand the following that is generally included in my lease with Landed Gentry Investment Real Estate, LLC. 

I understand that Landed Gentry intends for its properties to be attractive, safe, secure, well maintained and that they desire their properties to be considered assets to their respective neighborhoods.  

I understand that Landed Gentry does not want it’s housing to perpetuate the negative stereotype of “student housing”. Therefore,

1. The lease specifically states that pets are prohibited.  If a pet is desired, I will contact Landed Gentry in advance to obtain permission.  If the request is approved I will be expected to sign a Pet Agreement.  Said agreement includes a monthly pet fee of $30 / month, and a $150 non-refundable Pet Deposit.

2. If I am found to possess a pet without having obtained permission or signing a Pet Agreement, it will be assumed that the pet has been there since the beginning of the lease and I will be retroactively charged the monthly pet fee and Pet Deposit for the entire term of my current lease.

3. Furniture that is reasonably considered to be primarily for interior use will not be kept outside at any time.  Management reserves the right to immediately remove said furniture, in which case there will be a fee of $45 / piece of furniture removed. 

4. Furniture considered primarily for exterior use will not be kept in front yards, and are limited to two (2) on front porches.  It is preferred that upon conclusion of their use they will be returned to storage.  Furniture intended for exterior use may be kept semi-permanently on rear decks and patios.  It must be stored during winter months.

5. While parties may be held, they must not disturb neighbors.  All debris and trash from said parties must be picked up within 24 hrs of the party’s commencement.  If management must clean up, there will be a fee of $50 / hour or partial hour.

6. Beer kegs may not be outside except for the immediate time of a party.  They must be removed from the outside immediately upon conclusion of the party.  If management must remove them, there will be a fee of $30 / keg.

7. The City of Delaware’s ordinance states that trash cans may be set out no more than 24 hrs in advance of the scheduled pick up and are to be removed from the curb no later than 24 hrs after the scheduled pickup.  If management must remove trash cans from the curb that have exceeded the City’s ordinance, there will be a fee of $5 / trash can.

8. Winters bring snow and ice that needs to be removed from steps, stairs, and walkways. I understand that the purchase of a snow shovel and salt or other de-icer is in my best interest and that I am expected to be proactive in removing snow and ice. 

9. The City of Delaware’s ordinance states that snow and ice must be removed from sidewalks within 24 hrs after a snowfall. If I am living in a single family house, I understand that I am responsible for clearing the sidewalks.

10. Management reserves the right to add to this list as situations arise.
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
